This is a formal notice that I am asserting my rights to stay put for my child, ______________.  My child is currently receiving services under the IEP of __(Date)___.  Pursuant to that IEP, my child is receiving the following services _______________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________.

Under the stay put provisions of federal law, a special education student is entitled to remain in his or her current educational placement pending completion of any due process hearing procedures unless the parties agree otherwise (20 USC section 1415(j)).

The purpose of stay put is to maintain the status quo of the student’s educational program until the matter can be heard in an administrative hearing.  Stacey G. vs. Pasadena Independent School District, 695 F. 2nd 949, 953 (5th Cir 1983); Zvi D. v. Gordon Ambach.  The United States Supreme Court in Honing v. Doe (1998) 484 U.S. found that the right to stay put is “unequivocal.”  For purposes of stay put, the current educational placement is the placement called for in the students IEP, which has been implemented prior to the dispute arising.  Thomas v. Cincinnati Board of Education, 918 F. 2nd 618 (6th Cir. 1990)

I demand that the school district comply with the federal statute, the Supreme Court rulings, and the case law, and continue to provide the IEP program and services that are set forth in the IEP of ​​​​​​​​​​​__(date)___ which is the last IEP that I agreed to and that was implemented.
OPTIONAL PARAGRAPH:  If the school district does not comply with the law regarding stay put, I will be forced to file for due process, make a motion to enforce my stay put rights and seek attorneys’ fees from the school.
